Woven Stitch Pencil Case (Charity Pattern)

Crochet
Yarn: Worsted Weight
Needle: H

Pattern:

Ch 36

Row 1: 1 SC in 2nd CH from hook, ! CH, skip I CH, I SC in next CH, repeat from to end. Join
with slip stitch to 1 SC (make sure the row is not twisted)

Row 2: 1 CH, skip first SC, / SCin I CH SP, 1 CH, skip 1 SC, repeat from, ending 1 SC in first CH
(work in the round)

Row 3- 35 Repeat Row 2. Piece should measure to 8 inches. Slip stitch together to clse off opening.
Fasten off. Weave in ends.

Flap

Row 1: SL ST to first CH in row 1 above, CH 1, skip first SC, I/ SCin I CH SP, 1 CH skip 1 SC,
repeat from, work in pattern- 9 CH SP, turn.

Row 2-7: 1 CH, skip first SC, I SCin 1 CH SP, 1 CH, skip 1 SC, repeat from, ending 1 SC in first
CH, turn.

Row 8: 1 CH, skip first SC, 1 SC in 1 CH SP (repeat 4x), CH 4, skip next 2 CH SP, / SC in next CH
SP, repeat to end, fasten off. Weave in ends.

Bullion Button

Step 1: Insert hook into center of piece (where the loop was made in the flap) Draw up a loop (1
loop on hook), wrap yarn around hook 10 times (not to tight) Insert hook back into same stitch,
wrap yarn around and pull through the loop. Wrap the yarn around the hook again.

Step 2: Pull the hook through all the loops on the hook. (One at a time may be easier than trying to
pull through all at once) Fasten off. Weave in ends.
